Először ellenőrizze a doboz tartalmát, hogy minden mennyiség stimmel és sér-
tetlen. Mindig az előírt csavart és anyát használja.
Az eszközhöz nincsenek tartalék alkatrészek.  Sérült alkatrész esetén pótalkatré-
szek beszerezhetőek a gyártótól.
Az elemek összeszerelésekor meg kell bizonyosodni róla, hogy azok szerszám 
nélkül nem szétszedhetőek.  Amennyiben betonba helyezett rögzítési pontokat 
használ, a betont a jelen használati utasításban található információk szerint 
alakítsa.  A talajfelszín szintje a horgonyon található alap szint jelölésnél legyen.

SZERSZÁMOK ÉS CSATLAKOZÁSOK
A White Rhino-hoz tartozó süllyesztett fejű csavarok és lencsefejű csavarok ön-
fúró csavarok, furat fúrása nem szükséges.  Azonban amennyiben száraz- vagy 
keményfát használ, javasoljuk a fa előfúrását a hasadás elkerülése érdekében.  
Mindig a csavartól legalább 15 mm-rel rövidebb lyukat fúrjon.  A 8 mm-es len-
csefejű csavar előfúrásához 5 mm-es furatot fúrjon a fába.
A süllyesztett fejű csavarokat egy pontosan illeszkedő fúrófejjel csavarozza a 
fába, addig, míg a csavar feje egy szintbe kerül a fával.  Ne csavarja a csavarokat 
túl mélyen a fába, mert az a fa hasadásához vezethet.
A lencsefejű csavarokat és az anyákat süllyessze teljesen a fába.  Annak érdeké-
ben, hogy a csavarok kiálló részei ne okozzanak sérülést, mindig csavartakaró 
kupakkal kell lefedni őket.  A védőkupak fő részét helyezze a csavar vagy az anya 
alá, és húzza meg az alátéttel együtt.  Győződjön meg róla, hogy a csavarok 
szorosan rögzítve vannak, mielőtt letakarja őket.

MUNKABIZTONSÁG
A White Rhino játszótér felépítéséhez viseljen munkaruhát és megfelelő védő-
felszerelést (védőszemüveget, porvédő maszkot és kesztyűt), különösen a fúrás 
és a csavarozás során.
Enyhén csiszoljon le minden faanyagot a forgács, szálka és durva felület eltávo-
lítása érdekében.  A sarkokat kerekítse le csiszolópapírral vagy reszelővel úgy, 
hogy legalább 3 mm rádiusz legyen minden élen.
A White Rhino játszótér felépítésekor gondoskodjon róla, hogy gyerek ne tartóz-
kodjon az építés területén és győződjön meg, hogy ne játsszon a felépítményen, 
amíg az nem készül el.
Kövesse a használt szerszám használati utasításait.
A White Rhino játszóterek felépítéséhez legalább két felnőtt ember szükséges.

GARANCIA
Minden White Rhino terméket vásárló személy garanciára jogosult.
Ez a garancia csak az alábbi feltételek teljesülésekor érvényes:
- a terméken olyan hiba található, amely anyaghiba vagy gyártás során kelet-
kezett; 
- A kézikönyv minden utasítását pontosan követték;
- a White Rhino termék nem megfelelő, vagy helytelen használata nem kérdő-
jelezhető meg;
- egyetlen tartozék, vagy alkatrész sem került kicserélésre.
A vásárló a garanciát a vásárlást követő legkésőbb 30 napban köteles érvénye-
síteni, vagy rejtett hiba esetén, legkésőbb 30 nappal a probléma felfedezését 
követően.
Amennyiben a vásárló a garanciát indokoltan igénybe veszi, azonos vagy hason-
ló terméket vagy alkatrészt kínálunk fel számára, esetleg javítást, vagy cserét. 
A gyártó semmilyen körülmények között nem vonható felelősségre a használati 
élvezet elvesztéséért vagy közvetett sérülésért.

ELLENŐRZÉS ÉS KARBANTARTÁS
Az ellenőrzés és karbantartás gyakorisága függ a termék típusától, anyagától 
vagy más tényezőktől (pl. az igénybevételtől, vandalizmustól, az anyag korától, 
környezettől, stb., ...) Az ellenőrzések gyakoriságát a különleges tényezőknek 
megfelelően kell elvégezni, növelni.
A rendszeres ellenőrzések során figyelembe kell venni a következő szemponto-
kat: Ellenőrizze a White Rhino felépítmény környezetét. Győződjön meg róla, 
hogy nincsenek kemény és veszélyes tárgyak a felépítmény környezetében, és 
ellenőrizze a felszín ütközést csillapító hatását.
Ellenőrizze a fa részek szálkásodását és strukturális sérüléseit.
A csavar és anya közötti csatlakozások az idővel meglazulhatnak.  Amennyiben 
szükséges, húzza meg, de győződjön meg róla, hogy a fa nem sérül meg.
Ellenőrizze a fém alkatrészek, mint a sarokpántok, hintacsuklók kopását, rozsdá-
sodását, mely hátrányosan befolyásolja az erősségét.  Kétség esetén cserélje ki.  
A mozgó fém részeket rendszeresen kell zsírozni.
Egyes részek, vagy csatlakoztatott kiegészítők, mint pl. a hinták repedése vagy 
törése esetén a terméket el kell távolítani a felépítményről.
Amennyiben a felépítmény egy része hiányos vagy sérült, a javításig használat 
elől el kell keríteni a játszóteret használók elől.

A rutin ellenőrzést hetente-havonta el kell végezni.

•	 Ellenőrizze a felépítmény talajának tisztaságát.
A működést minden 1-3 hónapban ellenőrizni szükséges 
•	 Ellenőrizze a felépítmény stabilitását.
•	 Minden elemet ellenőrizzen, és szükség esetén cserélje a túlzottan kopott 

elemeket!
Az időszakos ellenőrzést évenként 1-2 alkalommal szükséges elvégezni
•	 Ellenőrizze a rozsdásodást és a korróziót.
•	 Minden elemet ellenőrizzen, és szükség esetén cserélje a túlzottan kopott 

elemeket!
